Ray Shlemon was an artist, author, inventor, collector and Chicago Tribune illustrator for 45 years. He was best known for his pioneering work with airbrush painting and his invention of the MIMIC system of criminal suspect sketching. Late in his career, Mr. Shlemon helped to draw the Dick Tracy comic strip. He was a past president of the Oriental Art Society and amassed a significant collection of Japanese and Chinese bronzes, jades, ivories, soapstones and porcelains. He also acquired 28 paintings by fel​low artist James Sessions. Coy-Krupp is honored to be conducting the sale of his estate.

Property to be sold includes the following:

FINE ART: Twenty-eight watercolors by James Sessions, American (1882-1962), including battleships, fishing, boat and harbor scenes, Caribbean scenes, “Waukegan”, “Kenosha”, Venice view and landscapes, ranging in size from 10 x 14 to 20 x 28 inches. This is one of the largest private collections of paintings by James Sessions; Sophie Sperlich, (German, 19th Century), Dacshund and Terrier, oil on panel signed and inscribed Munchen lower right; C. C. Conroy, (British, 19th Century), 10th Prince of Wales Royal Hussars, watercolor, signed, titled and dated 1889 lower left; Thoman, (American, early 20th Century), Opium Den, oil on can​vas, signed, and dated 33 lower right; M.
